RULES OF ENTRY

1.
Eligibility:
The exhibition is open to any adult, amateur or professional, living or working within a 25 mile radius of Romsey.

2.
Submissions:
Up to four framed paintings/photographs.  Up to eight 3-dimensional works.




(although reserves for both may be submitted for display if space allows)



        *  Portfolio Stand: Up to four unframed paintings/photographs may also be submitted.
Entry forms must be filled in and returned to King John’s House by 1 August 2023, together with the submission fees as detailed below, or exhibits will not be accepted for display.  Only those exhibits stipulated on the form will be eligible for display.  

3. Commission.  All work will be for sale by King John's House, unless otherwise specified, for a commission of 15% of the sale price. (Payments will be made by post two weeks after the exhibition closes).  Please note: Due to the high number of works not for sale previously, only one N.F.S. work of art allowed per artist.

4. Submission Fees.  There will be a non-refundable fee of £3 for each picture, and £1.50 for each 3-dimensional work, with no charge for reserve items payable upon submission of form.  Cheques payable to: “King John’s House & Tudor Cottage Trust Ltd”, or payment by BACS sort code 40 52 40, acc no. 00015886.
5. Acceptance of Work.  All work must be original, and by hand of the artist submitting it. Please do not re-submit works that you have previously entered in our past exhibitions.  King John’s House reserves the right to reject any items considered unsuitable in content, framing, presentation or size (we cannot guarantee to display all oversize items due to space limitations) although every effort will be made to show all items submitted.
6. Presentation.  Paintings must be framed and sealed behind glass (where appropriate), with taut picture cords for hanging – your picture is likely to get damaged if the cord is not securely attached.  Pictures must have a stick-on label on the back showing the artist’s name, title of work, medium used and sale price (or N.F.S.) – all in block capitals.

7. Insurance.  Whilst the organisers will take every care to ensure that all works or art are displayed carefully, work is exhibited at participant’s own risk.  Therefore, owners are advised to insure their works against fire, theft and accidental damage.
8. Duty Rotas.  Each participant must undertake at least one duty stewarding (or delegate to a responsible person if unable) to ensure the safety of the exhibits etc.  Please indicate which day(s) and morning/afternoon you would be able to help.  
9. Background Information.  We have been asked that all Artists submit a short paragraph about themselves and their work.
